As some of you know, we have nesting
eagles on our property. The eagles
started a new nest in an ~ 80 foot pine
tree which used to be home to red tailed
hawks.

efinishing service for an older
bronze memorial that families want
to restore back to “new condition”:
¢ The memorial will be removed from the lot
and the concrete or granite base.

¢ The memorial will be sandblasted to re-
move all old finishes and oxidation.

¢ A new protective clear coating is applied to
seal the finish.

S pend Down for Medicaid
(ie. MassHealth) Eligibility

In order to qualify for Medicaid
(MassHealth) payments, families often
have to spend-down the assets of that per-
son in order to qualify. We often have
families that anticipate a need for future
nursing care ask us to help them arrange
their final arrangements. In addition,
many nursing homes require cemetery/
funeral arrangements be arranged before
being admitted. We assist families by
reviewing the cemetery decisions and as
needed put in place MassHealth required
irrevocable burial service contracts. In ad-
dition, families may establish a bank ac-
count specifically allocated for burial ex-
penses that would also be exempt from
the allowable assets for the individual (up
to $2,000 in 2026).

F amily Unity is important to many
of wus. We often receive requests to
find space nearby to loved ones and some-
times we do not have availability nearby. In
response to these requests, the Directors
approved a New Program whereby current
owners can exchange an unoccupied lot for
a lot in new areas with adjacent space avail-
ability. This enables family members to be
near or next to you. Lot transfer fees have
been temporarily waived enabling current
owners to move lots at no charge.
